New TSA Requirements Effective Monday, March 12, 2007

TSA Shipper Identification Form

The United States Department of Homeland Security (the “DHS”) and the Transportation Security Administration (the “TSA”) are leading a national effort to protect and secure our nation's intermodal transportation systems. The TSA oversees security for the highways, railroads, buses, mass transit systems, ports and 450 airports in the United States. 

Effective, March 12, 2007, the TSA will require a carrier authorized representative to record the identification number of the Shipper or representative of the Shipper, using an acceptable form of identification issued by a government agency upon tender of any shipment to carrier that will be transported by air.  The Shipper Identification form will be required at the time that you tender any shipments to the UGWW authorized representative intended for air transportation.
Definitions:

· Shipper – The individual or entity that originates and tenders cargo for air transportation.

· Representative of the Shipper – Entity working on behalf of shipper (distributor, crating / packing company / origin van line agent). 

· Authorized Representative – An individual who is not a direct employee of the IAC, but is authorized to act on the IAC’s behalf to perform measures required by the IACSSP.  For purposes of this IACSSP, authorized representative includes Cartage Company & contractors.

· IAC – Indirect Air Carrier (3rd party carrier or broker)

A photo ID issued by a government agency is the preferred form of identification. Types of approved identification include: 

· US Passport; Permanent Resident Card with Photo ID

· Driver’s License

· State Identification Card 

If a Driver’s License is used for identification, the carriers authorized representative will record only the Shipper’s name or representative of the Shipper’s name, Driver’s License Number and the name of the state issuing the license on the TSA Shipper Identification Form. If a photo ID is not available, then two forms of identification are needed that have the name clearly printed. A government authority must issue one of these types of identification:

Examples are:

· Voter’s Registration Card Library Card 

· State Identification Card

Carrier will not request a Social Security Card unless there is absolutely no other form of government issued ID made available to us by the Shipper or representative of the Shipper. 

The carriers authorized representative will record the name of the Shipper or representative of the Shipper, the type of document used for verification and the associated number of the document on the TSA Shipper Identification Form. Carrier will record the minimal amount of information required by the TSA when you tender the shipment intended for air transportation to the carriers authorized representative.

Due to TSA regulations for the safety and security of our nation’s commerce, the carrier will not be permitted to accept any shipment if the Shipper or representative of the shipper does not comply with the TSA mandates outlined above. 

Carrier understands the record contains sensitive security information that is controlled under 49 CFR, Parts 15 and 1502. Absolutely, no part of this record may be disclosed to persons without a “need to know”, except with the written permission of the administrator of the Transportation Security Administration or the Secretary of Transportation. Unauthorized release may result in civil penalty or other actions.
